The primary purpose of this PBAC meeting was to vote on the revised Mission Statement.  Student Senate, Staff and the Faculty have all agreed to adopt the new Mission Statement, and the PBAC’s vote would be the final step in the campus adoption process.  The number of members required to constitute a quorum were not present at this meeting, though there were four positive votes from the four voting members present, they agreed to adopt the new Mission Statement as Ellen Hostert proposed it.  The remaining members of the PBAC that were not present will be asked to cast their vote via e-mail.  (Note: Additional positive votes were acquired via e-mail by June 1st.)
Budget –– President Huggins reviewed what occurred at the Board of Trustees Finance Sub-Committee meeting on Monday, May 16.  The budget submitted by UMM was given preliminary approval, with a final vote taking place at the May 23, Board of Trustees meeting.  The SIF proposals submitted by UMM were fully funded, with only the multi year portions of the proposals still unconfirmed.  The BOT sub-committee was happy to see that UMM was building its budget based upon Noel-Levitz enrollment projections.
